TERMS OF ENROLLMENT

You may enroll your child or children in one or more Summer Adventure Sessions. If you choose
back to back sessions, you will need to arrange to pick your child or children up during the week-
end between sessions as Wildwood does not provide accommodations for campers at that time.

Tuition includes board, lodging, accident/iliness insurance and complete camp privileges under
careful supervision. The tuition does not include personal items such as toiletries, bedding or
transportation to and from Wildwood.

Reservations cannot be made until the application has been completed and returned to the Wild-
wood office accompanied by a deposit of $50 per child or a credit card receipt if you choose to
pay in full online. Applications will be accepted in the order in which they arrive in the Wildwood
office via postal mail. Enroliments cannot be processed without a $50 per child deposit in the
form of a check or money order or a credit card payment receipt.

Wildwood will refund $25 of the deposit if notice of cancellation is given before May 1,
2007! No refund of the deposit can be made after May 1, 2007. The full tuition balance is
due on May 1, 2007, in order to keep your reservation. If you cancel after May 1, 2007,
Wildwood will refund $100 of the tuition paid. Wildwood will except enroliments until the
session is full. However, Wildwood will no longer take personal checks after the May 1
deadline, you must pay by money order or credit card. The $10 Credit Card processing fee
is non-refundable.

Wildwoods expenses are fixed in advance, based upon a specific number of children for a specific
period of time, hence, no rebate or reduction in tuition can be made for entering late or leaving
early.

Wildwood will provide every reasonable safeguard for the health and welfare of your child but will
not be responsible for accidents, sickness or lost articles. Each child is covered by an accident
and illness insurance policy while at Wildwood. This policy has a limit of $750 for each illness and
$2,500 for each accident. In case of illness or injury, you will be notified immediately and your
wishes will be carried out as completely as possible.

In signing the application, you, as parent or legal guardian, acknowledge your understanding that
Wildwood’s summer programs are active, outdoor experiences as described in the brochure and
that the use of alcoholic beverages, marijuana or any type of non-prescription drug is not permit-
ted.

The Directors reserve the right to refuse admission or to sever connections, without refund, with
any child whose influence is deemed harmful or unsuitable to the best interest of the Wildwood
community. Inappropriate displays of verbal and/or physical disrespect toward staff or other
campers and repeated disregard for Wildwood guidelines will be grounds for dismissal.

Cost for Summer Adventure and WOW is $290 per camper, $300 if paying by credit card. To en-
roll, please return the enclosed application with a $50 deposit for each child you wish to register
or go online to our website to pay in full by credit card. The balance of the tuition will be due on or
before May 1%, 2007. Space is limited and last year some age groups filled before the end of
January.
